—- REPORT TO THE PARISH —  

UPDATE ON CATHOLIC CHARITIES  
“HEALTHY HOUSING” PROJECT  
FOR REPURPOSING OF SCHOOL 

AND ACTIVITIES BUILDING  
 

 At the weekend Masses of February 6 and 7, Father 
Novelly announced that a decision had been made, in coor-
dination with the Archdiocese of Detroit and with the ad-
vice and consent of the Parish and Finance Councils, to 
support an acquisition/rehabilitation proposal by Catholic 
Charities of Southeast Michigan (CCSEM) for repurposing 
the parish school and activity buildings into “Healthy Hous-
ing” affordable apartments. This vision for providing a new 
use for these long standing vacant buildings is part of a na-
tional program by Catholic Charities USA for expanding 
affordable housing in Detroit and four other cities (St. Lou-
is, Las Vegas, Spokane, Portland). CCSEM is joined in the 
Detroit effort by Ascension Health, the parent organization 
of St. John Hospital.  
 This past weekend, I reported at both weekend Masses 
that this effort has now moved from vision to action steps. 
CCSEM has prepared a comprehensive development plan 
and begun the process for obtaining the necessary public 
and private finances to implement the plan. A timeline of 
24-36 months is estimated for completion of the entire de-
velopment process. Requests for the first stage of funding 
are now underway. CCSEM and Ascension Health have 
also affirmed their ongoing commitment to this repurposing 
plan and have developed a community engagement process 
for keeping the parish and neighborhood informed on the 
plan’s progress. At St. Matthew Parish, we remain a posi-
tive, prayerful, and patient partner in this exciting action 
plan for the acquisition and repurposing of our school and 
activity buildings.  
 The CCSEM/Ascension - St. Matthew “Healthy Hous-
ing” Project impacts the parish and the community in a va-
riety of ways: (1) It improves the physical appearance of 
the parish campus and the neighborhood by transitioning 
currently unoccupied buildings into an attractive, long term 
community resource; (2) It provides for affordable housing 
that is greatly needed and is part of a larger initiative to as-
sure that housing needs for Detroiters are met; (3) It offers 
an array of essential, on-site health services in a convenient 
and accessible neighborhood setting; and (4) It assures the 
ongoing and long established commitment of St. Matthew 
Parish and the principal partners in the project as a continu-
ing legacy of their respective missions to the people in this 
northeast Detroit community.  
 Further reports to the parish will be provided periodi-
cally as this exciting plan unfolds.

 Albert Einstein said that 
the “true measure of intelli-
gence is not knowledge but 
imagination.” Being a disciple 
of Jesus Christ requires a great 
deal of imagination. It is not 
enough to simply attend to 
facts, rules and rituals and consider the job done. Quite contra-
rily, the Gospels demands creativity, of trying to discern how 
to put flesh on the Beatitudes and properly serve God’s chil-
dren. Jesus never doled out a top down agenda. Not once did 
he ever demand conformity over conversion or sacrifice over 
mercy. The Gospel is always about putting people in touch 
with their compassionate, forgiving, and unconditionally lov-
ing God and meeting them where they are. 
 For Jesus, it often meant breaking a few rules. Well re-
spected and time-honored traditions had to be set aside in or-
der to attend to what really mattered. God’s compassion, mer-
cy and true conversion were always the trump cards. The story 
of the Good Samaritan, healing on the Sabbath, and bypassing 
of purification rituals all display this theme. Human beings 
can get too hung up on protocol and tradition. This is so much 
so that often preserving all of these things is of greater con-
cern than the beggar knocking on our door or the sinner look-
ing for mercy. It is no wonder, then, that we can easily be-
come hypocritical. Many can see us on our knees in prayer 
while our true heart and actions, rooted in judgment and self-
preservation, are hidden from others. It is a trap into which we 
can easily fall. Who cares how we live our lives as long as our 
hands are properly washed! 
 Here enters the need for imagination and the distinction of 
truly being a wise and intelligent person. It takes a good meas-
ure of creativity and a lot of guts to really be a doer of God’s 
word and not merely a hearer. Being a person who doesn’t just 
tell people about God but shows people God requires courage 
and ingenuity. That’s why people like St. Francis of Assisi 
and St. Teresa of Calcutta are timeless. Their genuineness 
speaks volumes generation to generation. It’s risky business 
taking the step to allow God into our hearts. Permitting God to 
release us from the grip of our evil thoughts, infidelity, greed, 
malice, sexual improprieties, licentiousness, envy, arrogance, 
folly, and the like takes courage. That’s why we prefer to 
spend our energy rearranging the future rather than take 
measures to secure a foundation that is most certainly crum-
bling.

Again, I want to thank David for all his 
good work, for assisting in moving this project forward, and 
keeping not only our St. Matthew community but also the 
neighborhood community informed through his work in 
establishing and sitting on the “Community Engagement 
Committee” for this project.  With all of his expertise in 
city government and with projects of this nature, he is cer-
tainly an asset, dare I say a gift to our efforts here at St. 
Matthew. 
 Also, we do continue to work on the flood damage that 
we experienced the weekend of June 23 and 24.  I know it 
has been hard on so many people, and we are experiencing 
the same.

New Liturgical COVID-19 Protocols

protocols for the safety and health of parishioners.

coronavirus.  Here, at St. Matthew’s, mask wearing will 
be encouraged if you are inclined to do so, although it’s 
not mandated.  It is strongly encouraged for those who 
are unvaccinated to be masked for your own protection 
and in the spirit of respecting the health and safety of 
their fellow parishioners as an act of charity.
