31st Sunday in Ordinary Time
Barry had a life sentence in prison for doing unthinkable 

crimes. He would often remark to the chaplain that he was an 
atheist and could not bring himself to believe in any “god.” 
When the chaplain asked why, Barry quickly retorted that the 
book of Genesis speaks of God creating everything and feeling 
very good about it. God’s creation of people and things is 
beautiful. Barry continued, “If there is a God who creates 
something and likes what He makes and that God is good, 
then how could He have created someone as evil as me?” The 
chaplain fell silent as tears welled up in his eyes. “God loves 
you too, Barry. The stuff that you did is another matter. God 
puts His image and likeness in each one of us, in our souls. 
How can God not love himself?” God cannot despise or hate 
anything or anyone. He made you. Life hurt you. He is always 
about unconditional love and mercy. Barry found a glimmer of 
hope that day and was touched by love.

Zacchaeus met love incarnate in Jesus. He knew there was 
something special about him, and he had to see Jesus for him-
self. Realizing and knowing God’s unconditional, penetrating 
love is a game-changer. Sinners don’t repulse Jesus, he wants 
to eat with them! We can often find ourselves conflicted about 
how God sees us. We want to believe that He loves us, but 
other tapes playing in our heads convince us that this cannot 
be true. We carry our sins around like heavy sacks weighing 
on our shoulders. We are crippled. 

God’s divine blessing lives in each of our souls. It is our 
essential goodness, a free gift given to us by God.  The begin-
nings of salvation’s blessings are discovered when we begin to 
understand who God is, who we are, and how we are to act 
relative to our brothers and sisters. We become more focused 
and courageous, eager to gather up all of the fragments of our 
lives and become whole. Zacchaeus, after meeting Jesus, final-
ly knew who he was. He saw his sins and his potential for 
goodness as a blest child of God. When we allow God to meet 
us and touch us in such a profound way, we find what our self-
ishness has lost. We are on the road to salvation.

Feasts of All Saints and All Souls Day
Upon the request of Pope Gregory IV, Emperor Louis the 

Pious (840) introduced the Feast of All Saints in his territories. 
With the consent of the bishops of Germany and France, he or-
dered it to be kept on November 1 in the whole empire. Finally, 
Pope Sixtus IV (1484) established it as a holyday of obligation for 
the entire Latin Church, giving it a liturgical vigil and octave.

The purpose of the feast is twofold. As the prayer of the Mass 
states, "the merits of all the saints are venerated in common by 
this one celebration," because a very large number of martyrs and 
saints could not be accorded the honor of a special festival since 
the days of the year would not suffice for all these individual cele-
brations. The second purpose was given by Pope Urban IV: Any 
negligence, omission, and irreverence committed in the celebra-
tion of the saints' feasts throughout the year is to be atoned for by 
the faithful, and thus due honor may still be offered to these 
saints.

LITURGICAL PRAYER: Almighty and eternal God, who has 
granted us to venerate the merits of all Your saints in one celebra-
tion: we beg You to bestow upon us the desired abundance of 
Your mercy on account of this great number of intercessors.

Numerous ancient customs associated with All Saints and All 
Souls have come down through the centuries and are still ob-
served in many countries. Some are of a strictly religious nature, 
such as the custom of decorating the graves and praying in the 
cemeteries. This practice is general in all Catholic countries both 
in Europe and America. On the afternoon of All Saints' Day or in 
the morning of All Souls, the faithful visit each individual grave of 
relatives and friends. 

To visit the graves of dear ones on All Souls is considered a 
duty of such import that many people in Europe will travel from a 
great distance to their home towns on All Saints' Day in order to 
perform this obligation of love and piety.  It is an ancient custom in 
Catholic sections of central Europe to ring the church bells at the 
approach of dusk on All Saints' Day, to remind the people to pray 
for the souls in purgatory. 

Our pagan forefathers kept several "cult of the dead" rites at 
various times of the year. One of these periods was the great cel-
ebration at the end of the fall and the beginning of winter. Togeth-
er with the practices of nature and demon lore, they also observed 
the ritual of the dead with many traditional rites. Since All Saints 
and All Souls happened to be placed within the period of such an 
ancient festival, some of the pre-Christian traditions became part 
of our Christian feast and associated with Christian ideas.

There is, for instance, the pre-Christian practice of putting 
food at the graves or in the homes at such times of the year when 
the spirits of the dead were believed to roam their familiar earthly 
places. The beginning of November was one of these times. By 
offering a meal or some token food to the spirits, people hoped to 
please them and to avert any possible harm they could do. Hence 
came the custom of baking special breads in honor of the holy 
souls and bestowing them on the children and the poor. This cus-
tom is widespread in Europe. "All Souls' bread" (Seelenbrot) is 
made and distributed in Germany, Belgium, France, Austria, 
Spain, Italy, Hungary, and in the Slavic countries.

LITURGICAL PRAYER: O God, Creator and Redeemer of all 
the faithful, grant to the souls of Thy servants departed the remis-
sion of all their sins, that through our devout prayers they may 
obtain the pardon which they have always desired.
